1. The TOTAL PREPAID COSTS is due to International Programs by May 1st. You may defer paying the balance of the prepaid 
cost, minus the $500.00 deposit, using Financial Aid or sign up for the Installment Payment Plan. The $500.00 deposit     can not be 
deferred using Financial Aid or Installment Payment Plan.
