IV.	ENGLISH LANGUAGE PROFICIENCY. Applicants who have not attended an education institution at the secondary level or beyond where the principal language is English for at least three years must submit a TOEFL or the IELTS test. Refer to our website under “English Language Proficiency Requirements”. 

V. REQUIRED DOCUMENTS. All applicants must submit 1) a one-page personal statement explaining reasons for selecting each CSU campus listed on this application, 2) transcripts from all tertiary/post-secondary institutions attended, 3) a valid passport copy (or copies if you hold more than one citizenship) showing the identification (ID) page with your photo, full legal name and place of birth, 5) the Declaration of Financial Support Form, and 6) TOEFL or IELTS test result (if applicable).  

VI.	COSTS TO THE EXCHANGE STUDENT. Applicants are required to show proof of liquid funds available to them for the duration of their exchange to the campus where they have been placed. Once accepted, students must purchase and maintain health insurance that meets or exceeds the limits required by the host CSU campus. Costs vary per campus and can be up to $2800 for the academic year depending on the campus and terms of study. Most campuses require that exchange students purchase their insurance. Students are liable for other campus-based costs, which are not covered by exchange. Refer to our website under “CSU Campus Costs and Requirements”. Note that costs are subject to change, so students are advised to have more funds than the amounts listed.

VII.  DATA PROTECTION AND APPLICATION CONSENT. The federal Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act of 1972 (FERPA) is a federal law designed to protect the privacy of a student's educational records. These records and related information will not be released to anybody other than the student without written consent and authorization from the student. (Refer to the website for more information.) I understand that if I am admitted and enrolled at the California State University, FERPA protects the privacy of my education records. As a prospective student, I also may have rights under the laws of the United States and/or the State of California protecting the privacy of records I give to CSU International Programs (IP) and third parties in connection with my application to enroll at the CSU. By submitting this application and signing below, I give my consent to CSU IP and the relevant CSU campus(es) to which my application is being considered to disclose my application and any other education records to each other for the purpose of discussing my application, admission status, academic standing, and educational experience at the CSU. · I will take part in exchange program-related activities at my host CSU campus including attending the orientation session for international exchange students which is a requirement of my exchange. 

· I must be flexible in the selection and scheduling of courses (subjects), and I understand that enrolment in specific courses is not guaranteed. I must also not expect to take subjects in areas that are designated as impacted.

In the addition to the above, I also understand and agree to the following terms and conditions of my exchange and that failure to comply with the terms and conditions listed below can lead to termination of my exchange status and my stay in the USA:

· I understand that I am required to supply proof of my citizenship(s) to determine eligibility for this exchange. 
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· I certify that I will be an enrolled student at my home institution for the duration of my anticipated exchange at the CSU. 

· I must register as a full-time student and complete a full course of study in an academic program of classroom participation; therefore, I cannot enroll in online courses except when special circumstances apply.  Full time enrollment is 12 units for exchange students accepted at the undergraduate level.

· I must maintain good academic standing while on exchange, defined as a minimum Grade Point Average of 2.0 for undergraduate students and 3.0 for graduate students for each term at the CSU. 

· To demonstrate that I have the necessary funds to support me for the length of my exchange, I will submit verification that I have liquid funds available to me to my host CSU campus by their given deadlines. I understand that without this documentation, I will not be admitted. I verify that any documents that I provide to the CSU campus must and will be a true account of finances available to me for my exchange. While CSU tuition is waived for exchange students, I agree to pay for campus-based fees (if charged) and other costs that I incur at my host campus by deadline date(s) given to me pertaining but not limited to the following: housing and associated costs, phone usage, utilities, library books, health services, health insurance, activities, lab fees, and other student fees. I understand that failure to pay for amounts due may result in disenrollment in classes, registration holds, non-release of final transcript and/or dismissal from exchange.
 
· I must show proof of the purchase of health insurance (as required and instructed by my host campus) for myself and for any dependents with me in the USA for the full length by the date advised by my host campus. Failure to show evidence of health insurance or purchase health insurance at the start of my exchange can result in disenrollment in classes, registration holds, non-release of final transcript and/or dismissal from exchange.

· I must obey the regulations, policies, and student conduct codes of my host campus as well as the laws of the State of California and the USA.
