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Academic Bulletin for Denmark: 2016-17

Introduction

The Academic Bulletin is the CSU International Programs (IP) “catalog” and provides academic information
about the program in Denmark.

IP participants must read this publication in conjunction with the two listed below.

e Academic Planning, Crediting and Reporting. This publication contains information on academic
planning, how courses get credited to your degree, and the academic reporting process including
when to expect your academic report at the end of your year abroad.

e Academic Policies. This publication contains academic policies which will be applied to all IP
participants. Topics include but are not limited to CSU Registration, Enroliment Requirements,
Minimum/Maximum Unit Load in a Semester, Attendance, Examinations, Assignment of Grades,
Grading Symbols, Credit/No Credit Option and Course Withdrawals.

Academic Program Information

The CSU International Programs in Denmark is located in Copenhagen at the Danish Institute for Study Abroad
(DIS). Affiliated with the University of Copenhagen, DIS is a non-profit university institution supported and
supervised by the Danish Ministry of Science, Technology and Innovation.

CSU IP offers two specialized programs in Denmark:
e  Architecture and Design; and
e  Child Development and Diversity.

While DIS offers many disciplines, only the two listed above are available to CSU IP participants.

All IP participants must study the Danish language each semester as an integral feature of the academic
program.

Each semester, all IP students are required to take:

e Danish language course each semester,

e Required courses in their program each semester,

e Elective courses each semester, and

¢ A minimum of 15 units each semester.
Participants choose from elective courses across a variety of subject areas. The purpose of taking elective
courses is to permit students to learn more about the European cultural environment through subject matter
of particular interest.

Architecture and Design Program

The program forms an integrated whole in which studio work, lecture and seminar courses, field work in
Copenhagen, and study tours in Europe combine to give an understanding of the theory, aesthetics,
methodology, and works of contemporary Scandinavian and European architects and designers. The
instructors are practicing Danish architects and designers, as well as faculty at the Royal Academy of Fine
Arts, School of Architecture, or Denmark’s Design School. Enrollment in the Architecture program is limited to
students of Architectural Design at Cal Poly Pomona and San Luis Obispo.

Students who are selected for Architecture and Design Program are required to take the following courses
each semester:

Danish Language and Culture,
Architectural Design Studio (ARC 300A/B),
Two elective courses in Architecture, and
One general elective.

Child Development and Diversity Program

The program in Child Development and Diversity (CDD) focuses on cross-cultural approaches to childhood
and adolescence, combining theory and practice. Students develop critical thinking skills through investigating
and reflecting on current issues in child development and education.

Students who are selected for the CDD Program are required to take the following courses each semester:
e Danish Language and Culture,
e One CDD core course from three CDD core courses offered each semester,
e One CDD Practicum course (the companion course to the CDD core course selected), and
e Two CDD or general elective courses.

To convert the value of CSU
semester units into CSU quarter units, multiply the CSU semester units by 1.5.
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
